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We have two run-in sheds in which a number of our 
females reside.  We keep the top section of the Dutch 
door open and keep the lower section latched with a 
spring loaded latch that has a handle that twists to open.   
Hopefully, you can envision that, and of course, the 
alpacas look out from the door.  Well, about a month ago, 
I was doing the evening feeding, and after feeding the girls 
in the run-in sheds, I went into the other section…...then I 
noticed that the door was open and the girls were coming 
into the section where I was…...I said, “What the heck!” 
and got everyone sorted out.  I went back to the feeding 
and sure enough they did it again! So I tied the door 
closed, thinking that the latch was loose, and went back to 
feeding.  Now, remember I said we have two run-in sheds, 
whoever was opening the latch went to the other door and 
opened that one!  You tell me, an accident or smart?  Both 
doors now have a slide bolt in addition to the spring 
loaded latch and they have not figured that one out 
yet….but I’m waiting and watching. See ANY guilty parties 
above?☺ Royalene and Liberty are likely suspects.

I also noticed today that 
while the dams are distracted 
eating their grain, we had a 
"freeloader" - a cria nursing off 
someone other than her own 
dam.
